. e - the year 2000” in St Petersburg. He was a
flnallst in the maugural ABC TV Quest Competition (1995) and the following year
won the national Keyboard Finals of the ABC Young Performer of the Year
Awards. He has appeared as a recitalist and concerto artist for the ABC on
simulcasts on ABC TV and Classic FM and as a soloist with the Melbourne,
Adelaide, Tasmanian and Queensland Philharmonic and Symphony orchestras.
In 2004 Lachlan, as Curry Scholar, was appointed Assistant Organist at St Paul’s

Trust. He was appointed Sub-Organist in 2014.
