SAFE MINISTRY POLICY STATEMENT

The Anglican Church of Australia is committed
to the physical, emotional and
spiritual welfare and safety of all people,
particularly within its own community.

The Church will:

e carefully recruit and train its clergy and church workers;

e adopt and encourage safe ministry practices by its clergy and lay church
workers;

e respond promptly to each concern raised about the behaviour of its clergy and
lay church workers;

e oOffer pastoral support to any person who has suffered abuse;

e provide pastoral support to and supervision of any person who has been
accused of abuse; and

e provide pastoral support to and supervision of any person known to have
abused a child or another vulnerable person.

Our parish is committed to ensuring our centres of worship and outreach are safe
places for all, especially children and vulnerable people. We have a duty of care to
protect all who participate in the life of the church from abuse. We have zero tolerance
for abuse of any kind.
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
